(columbine), Coptis (goldthread), Delphinium
(larkspur), Pulsatilla (pasqueflower),
Ranunculus (buttercups)

Genus: Anemone (windflowers)

Species: narcissiflora
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Defining characteristics of
Ranunculacae

Herbaceous

Flowers perfect, distinct floral parts, flowers
showy

May lack petals and have tepals or just sepals,
also modified petals (e.g. hoods)

Superior ovary, fruits are achenes or follicles
Numerous stamens and carpels
Many species toxic to humans and animals

Anemone narcissiflora ssp. villosissma

Many flowered
inflorescence

Stem very villous

Rootstock has a lower
length to width ratio

Up to 35 cm
Leaves rounded




Anemone narcissiflora ssp. alaskana

Plant tall

Fewer flowers
Pentagonal leave shape
Forked at ends

3 segments

Rootstock longer than
wide
