This carcass was found about 8 PM on 26 May 14 close to a second beluga, DL1401. Both carcasses were tied off and personnel
returned the next day, 27 May 14, to examine and sample both animals. Weather and location (on tidal mudflats) precluded doing a
formal necropsy onsite. Instead whole organs, groups of organs, or large sections of organs were removed, left intact, stored in
temporary bags, transported to a lab, and refrigerated overnight. A near full term fetus was removed from the uterus and transported
separately for CT imaging that evening and then refrigerated until later necropsy (see DL1403) The following day, 28 May 14, tissues
were further examined and sub-sampled. Tissues were fresh when removed from the carcass but mild decomposition was noted when
sub-sampled on 28 May 14.
